To maks the top of thds qullt you
should have 36 Blocks of white per-
cale, mumlin or booadeloth, each
measuring #1012 inches, and four and
one-third yands of material will ba
sufficlent for this purpose

Youu will require 20 of thess Bloeks
for the part which s on top of the
], ey Block belneg diffcrent—and
10 for the border, these all belng the
same design, And If these are all
ciat and stacked the making will
Eeirn eadler becniase 1E may be dome
svetematically.

You will also reqguire two yands of
plain gingham, percals, chambeay

af brogdoloth. This is to b out Bk
lour-inch strips, and will b used
for the mining togother of the
bhocks. Select A color which will
armonize with the color scheme in
the room which is fo be homored
with this guilt. You will And that
light green, however, will be & very
goal chales, for it will b alttrastive
with every one of the Nower blocks
which will, of course, when Anighed,
ghow almost every ocolor in the
ralnbow.

It g & very pood bdea to have all
the bowls of the same matérial, al-
though this I8 not really BecEsSATY.

Tha prose should bo done In theeo
shades of pink; detp rose [or Che
center, very light pink mext and
nink on the oulsEide. The bod shoild
be dome kn the (w0 darker shacdea
and the leaves in two shades of
green, tho stems in the darkor Lono,
The wvery narrow stem should be
embroddensd in six-strand foss tho
gnme o the other slems.

Directions: The deslgns ahould be
appligued on NMne white muslin o
brondeloth., Cut each Block O by 13
inches. IF the white fabric used as
n background is fle enowgh 16 may
be pleced over paper and the pat-

tarm traced i the
block in pencll

Otherwise use carbon paper [oF
trucing. First, troog the pattern in
the center of the white block, Sec-
aid, tmee the foral deslgn on tho
diiferent colored moterials, allowing
ior seams for cach petal, leaf and
stem. Third, turn parrew hems and
appligue, following traced pallarn
on white block. Bowls may b ap-
pliqued in any color desired. The
NAFrawW ms may be cembroldersd
slx-slrmi]l embroldery Chareacd.
Applique the heavier ones.  Join
completed Mocks by four-inch sirips
af gregn mnterial
