Tou will alsé requlrée %o Fands
of phain gingham, peroale, chim-
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bray or broadcioth. This k= to be
cut into four-ineh strips, and will
e used for the jolning together ol
the blocks Select a color which will
harmonize with the color scheme in
the pooin which 18 to be honored
with this quilt You will find that
light green, however, will be a very
good chales, for it will be attractive
with every one of the fAower blocks
which will, of course, when finkshed,
show nlmost every color in e rain-

It is o very geod kies to have all
the bowls of the same materinl, al-
though this 15 not really neosssary.
Tha yellow jonguil will be a colar-
ful reminder of o garden in Tull
blogsom. The long spear-llke eaves
may be developed in s dark tone of
green with the bowl In & lghier
tone of the same color §f desired
DIRECTIONS: The deslgna should
ke appligued on fing white muskin
ar broadcloth. Cut each block & by
12 inches. If the white fabric ussd
ns n background is fine enocugh it
miy be plocsd over paper and the
pattern traced In the middle of the
block in pendcdl. Otherwise Qs Ccars

bon paper for iracing. Firsd, Lrase
the pattern in the center af  the
white block. Second, trace the flofal
design. on  the different oolored
materinls, ailowing for seams for
emch petal, leaf and stem. Third,
fturn narrow  hems and  appliquoe,
following traced pattern on white
block. Bowls may be applgued in
any color desired, The narrow slems
may be embroddensd in slx-strand
embroidery thread. Appligue the
heavier ones. Joln completed Blocks
by four=inch sirips of green matorial

Thess dealgns may be dona In
oolored  embrofdery (hrcads, wsng
outline stitch. Designs also may be
used for plllows, cushlons lnmp-
shades, wasls paper baskels, coTners
of curtains, bedspreads and panelled
af doors of children's cupboards.
