Witkinson Ari Quills are made entirely by hand.
(e surroundings of home=like happiness, where
the skilled needleworkers laugh and chad pleasantly
as thewr deft fingers worl out the delicate lracery
of destgn n the beaulijul, soff malerials. Only
the finest malerials are used— sitks bearing the
Belding, Cheney, or Corticelli names, tmporled
Ltberly Satins and dainly saleens.  For filling.
the best Australian lwmbs’ wool and specially
selected cofton is emploged. Down is also used
when desired, bul the Ausiralian lambs wool is
recommended «s much more salisfactory.  The
lambs’ wool filling is washed and disinfected
many times, making i perfectly santiary.

Wiih such splendid malterials, it 1s easily under-
stood why Wilkinson Art Quills are so hght in
weight, yel so abundantly warm, and why (hey
wear so well. Weight 1n a quilt 1s not necessary
{o warmth, and even the largest Wilkinson quilis
for double beds weigh only about five pounds,
while the average weight s only three and one-
half 1o four pounds.

All the designing is done by the Wilkinsons them-
sefves.  The designs, which are art of a lhugh
character, are hand-drawn on the fabric. The
designs, while graceful and symumelrical, must be
absoluiely precise, in order to fit exactly on lhe
firushed quilt. They also have a highly practical
value, for when sitiched they serve (o hold the
filling firmiy in place. Each part of the design
Is « sepurate unili and there is no chance for the
filing to bunch, as n ordinary lufied comforis.
It is significant of the quality of the work (hal no
olher qunfts are made wilh the scalloped edge,
which gives thal finished look chaructertsitc of
Witkinson Art Quills.
